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Adoption of Parks

In an effort to promote public-private parinerships and enhance the upkeep of
parks in urban areas of Uttar Pradesh, the Government of Uttar Pradesh hereby
promotes the Adoption of Parks. The Adoption of Parks allows individuals, institutions,
establishments, NGOsand Public Sector Undertakings (PSUs) to adopt and maintain
parks within their communities.

Park adoption goes beyond beautification. It encourages healthier communities
by improving air quality through natural filtration by trees and plants, while also
contributing to climate management through carbon sequestration and reduced urban
heat island effect. Furthermore, park adoption increases the overall green cover of
urban areas, crealing a more sustainable environment.While ULBs retain ownership,
this initiative creates a partnership to build heaithier, more sustainable communities.

Terms and Conditions for The Adoption and Maintenance of Parks and
Environmental Improvement in Urban Areas of U.P.

1. Parks will be available for adoption for mainlenance with up-gradation, only
maintenance, maintenance of a portion of parks, developmant of parks in tha premises
of all ULBs and legacy wasle siles,

2. The parks are available for adoption under the following four types:

TvPE-1- UPGRADATION AND MAINTENANCE OF PARK: The infrastructure of the identified
park would be upgraded by the adopting agency as per Landscape Plan approved by
ULBand subsequently maintain the same as par prescribad standards

TYPE-2- MAINTENANCE OF PARK: The adopting agency would maintain park that has
already been developed by ULB, to match the prescribed standards of maintenance.
TYPE-3- MAINTENANCE OF A PORTION OF PARK: An wdentified poriion of park, deveioped
by ULB, would be maintained by the agency to match the prescribed standards

TYPE-4- FACILITY INSTALLATION AND MAINTENANCE: Features ke artwork installation,
public facikty, water ATMs, park fumiture, swings, dustbins etc. may be installed in tha
identified park by the adopting agency, and further maintain it as per prescribed
standards

3. The mantenance rights for the parks will be granied by the ULE for a imited period of
three years and the contract can be extended time totime after which the adoption may
be extended in additional three-year increments with the approval of the ULBs subject lo
compliance with the maintenance and other conditions.

4. The maintenance and developmenl of parks will be shared on a participatory basis
between Residenl Weifare Associations (RWAs), Market Associations, or ather relevant
entities, While ownership of the parks will remain with the Urban Local Bedy, this
partnership will foster a shared sense of respensibility and encourage active community
participation in enhancing and praserving these valuable public spaces

5. RWAs may be offerad parks of any size that are in the walkabie vicinity of their own
residential complexes only.



6. An agency can adopt a park- full of upgradation, complete, partial or installation -as
prescribed In para above, under the scheme, if it fulfils any of the following criterion; -
C1 The agency s a Corporate Body or Company registered under the Companies Act
2013
C2. The agency is 8 Societies duly registered under the Socisties Registration Act 1860
C3. The agency is a Public Sector Undertaking. Authority/ Board constituted under the
Government.
C4. Trust registered under Indian Trust Act 1882
C5. Residants Waelfare Associations duly registered under tha Societies Registration Act
1860

7. The Agency will not have the nghl to transfer the park or change its character. The
ownership and possession of the park will remain with the ULB

8. The fact thai the park s being maintained by the adopting agency can be displayed near
all entrances, on a display baard. The display shall clearly specify that the park belongs
to ULBsand the agency has adopled the same,

9. The Agency will be permilled to carry out foBowing activities in the park aimed at
promoting oxygen regeneration and respiration (pianting plants generating mora
oxygen), as well as increasing children's knowledge, Provision for adequate temporary
kiosks, yoga spaces and children play areas be made available:

Maintain Daily entry into the park by the Agency and its authorized persons and
contribution 1o the develocpment and enhancement of the park.

a) To take care of irrigation work and attractive shapes of trees, plants, creepers, fruils
and flowers atc.

b) To display the names and a brief description of the propedies of treas, plants,
creepers, fruits and flowers elc.

¢} Claaning the park boundaries, whitewashing, constructing a paved road for walking
some distance inside the park from the boundary, growing green grass, making
beds, planting fruit and flower plants in pots and pots, irigating them and cleaning
the fallen lzaves of frees, plants, creepers, creapars ete, and trying 1o make manure
from them.

d) To arrange for running, walking, sitting and drinking water by submersible pump or
hand pump and irigation, 1o oblain an elactricity meter from the Electricity
Departmant and arranga for elactncity distribution and to bear the cost of alectricily
and other expenses himaaif,

a) To develop green grass cover for yoga, make arrangements for doing exercises

fi To fix sign boards of 100mm x150mm size on installation like dustbin, fumiture,
shetter, inilets within the park. The signage shall clearly specfy thal the agency has
adopted’ is maintaining the installation.

10, To use the adopted Park for organizing public events like flower shows, elc. with the
prior approval of ULBs for @ maxmum penod of 20 days in a year. The agency shall
seek prior approval of ULB for any fee being charged for such an event, if any. Cultural
aclivities would be allowed only at lncations with open air amphitheaters. The agency
shall not permil the adopied Park io be used for organizing private functions.
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Provision for upkeep and maintenance of adequate number of toilets must be ensured
by the AgQency

ULB will have the right to access the premises at all times and organize any of its official
activities in the adopted park or portion of the park. Unhindered access to public facilities
for the genaral public is to be ansurad

Any new installation or infrastructure enhancement proposed in the adopted park shall
be taken up by Agency after prior approval of ULB

Facilities or installations open for adoption may not be bound or separated from the rast
of the park, However, sign boards specifying the adoption of the entity can be displayed.

Examples for Partial adoption (only maintenance) are maintenance of existing
toilet. repair of existing pathways, upkesp of specific planiation kke rose garoen,
bougainvillea garden, seasonal, etc,; Water body cleaning Waste management system.
etc.

Examples for Partial adoption Instaliation’ Construction and Maintenance of
portion of park are Public faciity, Open gym, Play equipment. Park furniture: benches,
dustbins, and shellers; Sewage Treatment Plant; Drinking water ATMs, Specific
plantation: rese garden. bougainvillea garden, seasonal, efc.; Public At Lights; Water
harvest mechanism: Water remediation, Portable Waste Composter. These lists are only
suggestivae and not exhaustive
Besides the development as per the satisfaction of ULB, the Agencyshall maintain the
park to ensure the following:

a) Pathways, planters, toe walls are maintsined and timaly repaired, if required

b) Regular and timely disposal of garbage and other wastes from the park as per
pravalent ULB norms.

o) Mo labor hutments or any other un-wanted structure to exist in the park.

d} Install and maintain 01unit open multi gymnasium.

&) Provide park furniture @01 sheler/05 acres, 04 bencheslacre and 04
dustbins/acre of innovative ecofriendly material,

f) Provision and upkeep of zero waste tollet faciliies near major entrances, with
regular cleaning and maintenance as per required schedule

g) Drinking water faciities to be made available near entrances and as per
requirement.

h} Number of Malis deputed on site should be at least 01 Mali

i} Rainwater harvesting as surface run off fo be harvested wherever possible.

i} The high maintained lawn, shrubbery and tree plantation 1o be logically
proportioned as per approved planting plan.

k) Dedicaled seasonal beds to be made available as per design and at leas! wo
geasonal changes to be ensured

1) Lighting to accommaodate solar lighting distributed as approved lighting scheme,
use of solar pumps for water supply and irrigafion works which will be an eco-
friendly inktiative,

m}Proposal for regularfautomatic imigational methods (whichever applicable based
on source of water supply) to be made and implemented.



n} Provision of temporary Kiosks for sale of relevant commodities such as saplings,
organic manura may be explored,

16. Tha Agencywill be prohibited from deing tha following:

a) Destructing the character, area, boundaries, and purpose of using the park as a
park as it is.

b} Use of the park for religious and political propaganda and any other institution,
installation of statues, construction of religious places, temples, mosques,
churches, gurdwaras and deities and such acts which may prevent the use and
enjoyment of the park as a park and hinder the enjoyment of the park by the
public.

¢) Culting down large shady trees in the park, collecting dry wood, selling, trading in
wood and making any construction with the help of wood thal can lake the form of
a shop or building. Parking bicycles, scooters, motorcycles, cars, tempos, taxis
etc. in the park.

d] Using the park for advertising and glossy purposas without the permission of the
Municipal Commisgioner and disseminating information by putting up boards of
any business establishment, firm, company and increasing its goodwill, digging
wells or pits or lurning any place into a mud pit.

&) Lising the park land for residential or non-residential or commercial purposes or
allowing any person to give lectures to destroy the sovereignty, unity and integrity
of India, display statements, demonsirations, adverlisements and cartoons on
communal harmony and equal brotherhood, discriminate based on religion,
language and province or class or give lectures against malpraclices and respect
for women or portray or make statements.

fi To viclate the glonous cullure of India, to destroy the national interest and publc
interest by individual and collective activilies.

a) Keeping coal, lime, ash, chemicals, explosives etc. within the perimetar of the
park or directly or indirectly hiding firearms will be prohibited.

17. The Park would be available for adoption initially for a peried of 03 years, afler which
adoption would be extended further in instalments of 03 years with the due approval of
ULB. The concemed ULBE would base the extension on the guarterly reports by the
concerned monitering team consfituted by Depariment/ULB. The park will be given for
adoplion under the echeme for a maximum period for 12 years.

18, Any eligible Agency willing to adopt a ULE Park under this scheme, may submit their
initial proposal, along with the reguisite supporting documents. The application may be
submitted official website of LILB The application received would be processed by tha
office of ULE / Departmant

19. The application received would be referred by Departmeantto ULB for joint site inspection
with agency, site verification and recommendations: to relevant Development Authority
for land use venfication; and Legal Cell for verification of agency documants with regards
tes it aligibility

20. The observation of the ULB, relevant Developmen! Authority and Legal Department
would be put up for the review of concerned Dapartment for an initial in-principal
approval of the proposal.
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In case of Upgradation and Maintenance of Park and Maintenance of Park, where two
levels of technical approvals are reguired, & letter of technical approval would be issued
byULRB o the agency authorizing the agency to go ahead with the on-site constructon.

For Maintenance of Park and Maintenanca of a Portion of Park, where only maintenance
i& being proposed by the agency, the agreement would be signed between ULE and the

SQENCY.

A three-member team conshituted by Competent Authority of Urban Local Body will
review fhe maintenance of the adopiled park and submit a quarterly status report,
cerified by concemed officer. The report should be supported by relevant onsite
photographs. Such status reports will also be considered while examining the case for
further extension of the agreement.

The guarterly status report would be based on criterion of assessment formulated by
ULE

Regular monthly supervision of the adopted park by concermned J.E. will continue besides
the adoption machanism.

The concemed Officer of ULBE will be responsible to keep a walch regarding Terms &
Conditians of the Agreement being strictly adhered to by the agency and any violation on
the part of the agency shall be reported to the concerned officer 1o be brought fo the
notice of ULB. Reporting of any irregularity noticed or public complaint may be
independent of the quarterly report,

A Memaorandum of Undesstanding would be signed between the Director ULB/Municipal
Commissioner/Any other nominated officer and agency after the Technical Approval.
Further, when the project is commissioned after completion of construction, the legal
contract would be signed between the Dirsctor ULB/Municipal Commissioner/Any other
nominated officer and the agency.

AGREEMENT

A, The park (... A ——— . specily area) shall be given for adoption to the adopting
agency for rls upkeep and munmﬂm while the ownership continues o rast with ULB,

B.

The adopting agency shall develop and maintain the said green space/ open space/
park to the satisfaction of competent authority of ULB or the Commitiee as per the
terms and conditions contained in the agreement.

The adopting agancy shall not utilize or parmit 1o be utilized tha said green space/ apen
space! park for any other purpose whatsoever except to maintain it as a green space/
open spaca’ park. The agency shall ensura that no encroachmeant 18 madea in tha grean/
park,

The cwnership, control, pessession and supervision of said green space/ open space/
park shall remain with ULB and the adopling agency shall prominently display that the
sald park is a ULB Park. The fact that the park has been permitiad to be maintained by
the concerned agency can be displayed al a specified place restricied to the main
portion after approval of the Committee. The adopting agency will anly have tha nght fo
put up hoarding’ display board, of specific size and inscription,

The agency shall not have any right, titke or interest in the greeneries of the said green
cpacal opan spaca/ park, nor shall it ever be deamed o have possession or be
considered as being conferred with any right, title or interest in respect of, over, in or
upon the said greeneries of the park, excepl the permission 1o maintain and develop the
said park for a specified period

The adopting agency shall bear the entire costs and expenses of the development and
maintenance of the said ULB Park

. The agency iz permitted to use the adopted Fark for organizing events like flower

shows, elc., with the prior approval of ULB for a maximum pariod of 20 calender days in
a year, Tha agency shall seek prior approval of ULB for any fee being charged for such
an evenl, if any Cufttural activities may permitted at locations with open air
amphitheater

ULB will have the right to sccess the premises and organize any of its official aclivities
in the adopied park or portion of the park. In no case will parking in parks be handed
over fo tha agency.

The said ULB green/ park shall be open to the genaral public without any restraint,
entry fee or prohibition whatsoever. The agency shall use the land of the said ULB
graan/park only for developmant and maintenance of the green/ park and shall not
transfer the maintenance and development of the green/ park to any other person,
society, company, depantment, organization efc. The agency shall not enter into sub-
agreement for maintenance etc. with others.



. The agreement will initially be for a periad of 01 year, after which it can be extended
further in installments of 02 year after the approval of the Commitiee. Outer limit of
adoption of all cases shall be 12 years The total duration of old adoption would be

sonsidered afresh as per the new policy.

. A three-member team conslituted by Competent Authority of Urban Local Body will
review the maintenance of the adopled park and submit a quarterly status rapor,
certified by concerned officer. The report should be supported by relevant onsite
photegraphs. Such status reports will also be considerad while examining the case for
furthar extenslon of the agreament,

. The concemed Officer supervision In the park will be thare avan after handing over 1he
park to the adopting agency. The concamed Officer will be responsible to keep the
watch that the Terms & Conditions of the Agreement are striclly adhered to by the
adopting agency and any violation on the part of adopting agency shall be repored to
tha Commities for initiating necessary action,

. The monitoring of the adopted park will also be done through web camara and other 1T
anabled mechanism. Nor-compliance on the part of ULB officials shall be viewed
seriously and due sction will be taken against such erring officers/officials.

In the event of termination of agreement, prior to agreed period or on expiry of
agreement period, all assets (movable and Immovable) lock, stocks and barrel,
including the installations made by the adopting agency, shall vest in ULB.

. The agency shall not rempwve or cut any plant, free etc, including any other itlem from
the said ULB green’ park.

In case the agency wants to install any infrastructure facilities like tube well, pipeline,
atc., the agency shall not do so withou! prior written permission of the Committee and
the expenses thereof shall be borne by the agency itself. The agency shall not claim
any money, compensation of loss for the same at the time of expiry or termination of
the agreement and the same shall become the property of ULB.

. The agency shall bear the electric, water and other expenses for running and cperating
the green’ park and pay the bills directly o the authorities concerned in the name of

uLe

. The agency shall not be entitied to allow any other person/ agency to develop the sad
green/ park or any part thereof, In the event of winding up of the agency or agency
becoming insolvent or dissolved, if it is a parinership firm/ company, the agreemeant far
mainienance and development of green’ park shall stand terminated automatically and
the transfarees or assigneses elc. of the agency shall not be entitied to continue with the
development and mainterance of the said ULB green/ park and shall not claim any
right, title or interest in the said ULB green/ park

. The agency shall be responsible for all damages or loss of property of the said ULE
green/ park and shall be liable to make good any loss or damages that may be
sustained by, except those due to normal wear and tear or such as caused by storms,



earthquake or any other natural calamity beyond s control. The decision of the
Municipal Commissioner or any other officer authonized by him in this behalf, with
regard to the extent and quantum of compensation to be paid to ULE, shall ba final and
binding upan the agency

T. All disputes and differences arising oul of or in any way touching or conceming the
agreament, regarding maintenance and development of the said ULB gresen’/ park
otherwise herein befora provided for shall be refarred 10 sole arbitrator 1o be appointed
by Municipal Commissionar, ULB, or his nominge in accordance with the provisions of
Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 (as amended up to date). The award of the
arbitrator so appainted shall be final and binding upon the partes.

U. The agency shall also abide by &l the instructions and orders issued by ULB from time
to time.

V. While development and maintenance of greens/ parks, the adopting agency shall
comply with the bye-laws! rules! regulations’ Acls relatng to the subject matter and
shall not violate any order’ directions of tha Hon'ble Supreme Court. High Court, NGT,
etc, If the agency violates any such orders/ directions, thay will be subjected 10 the
appropriate necessary action as per existing rules/ orders/ gusdelines goveming the
isEUE.

W, In case the agency wanils permission o cevelop and maintain only a pan of the said
ULB green/ park, then the part park shall not have any separate entry thareol.

X. The interes! free security deposil lrom the agency shall be deposited in form of demand
draft! pay order in the name of ULB and shall be refunded on expiry of the period of
agreement after peaceful handing over of the green! park fo ULB o the satisfaction of
the concerned officer. In case of any damage or upon termination of the agreement,
security shall be lorfeited.

¥. The securily amount lo be deposited by the agengy will be calculated as follows:

' Upto 1 Hectare of Park = e100lakh 00
" Park with area batween 1-10 Hectare | # 0.50 Lakh per hectare + 1.00
Lakh
Park with area more than 10 Hectare | ¥ 0.25 Lakh per hectare + 5.50
Lakh

LILE grean/ park, then the part park shall not have any separate entry thereof,

AA. In any evenl of non-adherence 1o any clause of Terms and Conditions of Agreament
by adopling agency, a Notice will ba issued through the concernad Committes

a. 10% of amount depaosited as security will be forfeited, if the issues raised in Motice
are not addressed’ resolved in 15 days' ime by the adopting 2gency.

b, ULB reserves the right io terminabe the agreement afier issuing a Show Cause
Maotice through the concemed Committes, this being the exit clause.

The adopting agency ehall repair the boundary wall. ewings, shelter, benches, and
lights within one month of faking over the green/ park for adoption and execuie all the
features as proposed in their application and get it approved by the Commiltee within
06 months of handing over af the grean/ park.

. The adopting agency shall ensure the wilets are cleaned twice daily and remain open
for public use.

5. The adopling agency shall ensure removal of garbage on a daily basis.

. The adopting agency shall ensure environmentally friendly disposal of garden waste.

The adopting agency shall ensure the toillets are well Iit and provide replacement of
bulbfube/LED within 14 hours of reporting of any fault.

The adopting agency shall maintain a complaint register at 8 conspicuous place at the
graen/ park.

. The adopting agency shall display its &-mail id and mobile number for registering
complaints, if any, by the public/user.

. The adopling agency shall employ such numbar of gardeners, Sweaepars, sacurity
guards eic. as required or directed by concerned Officer and feit necessary for well
maintenanca of the adopted green/ park. Adopted agency shall provide financial
commitmant for one-time devesopment of the park and its subsequent upgradation and
mainfenances.

. The adopting agency shall pay the water and electricity bill by the due dates directly 1o
the concarnaed authorities.

In any event of non-adherence to any clause of terms and condition or agreement,
a. A Notice will be issued through the concerned Officer



b. 10% of amount equivalent to security will be forfeiled, if the issues raised in
notice are not addressad! resolved in 15 days' tima

0. ULB reserves tha night to terminate the agreement and take over the maintanance of
the park after issuing & Show Cause Mobice through the concerned Officer, this baeing
the exit clause.

P. In case of any damage or Pre-termination of the agreement, security amount shall be
forfeited. The adopting agency shall not obstruct in any manner whalsoever, after
cancallation of the agreement.

Q. The adopting agency shall depute labor for example one Mali per acre and the total
manpower involved in the maintenance of park to be submitted to the concemed Officer
to keep a chack on the same.

J. Should develop the green/ park as per approved design and as per Terms and

L. Wil bear the stamp duty payable for the execution of the agreement.

M. ls permitted to use the gresn/ park for arganizing public functions for a maximum period
of 20 calender days in a year.

Don'ts for agency adopting the green / park:

A. It should nat transfer the maintenance and development of the green/ park to any other
parson, sodety, company, depariment, crganization elc

B. It should not enter into sub-agreament for maintenance etc. with others.
C. It showdd not permil o hold marmage functions.

B. It should not remove or cul any plant, iree, etc. from the green/ park.

E. It showid not use the green/ park for private functions

F. The gate and the boundary wall 1o be constructed by ULBE,
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
